The watershed's DAR cluster code is 3, meaning that the  
watershed is medium small, steep in the upper watershed, and with some embayment.  The  
percent of the watershed in the different land use districts is as follows: 90.2% agricultural,  
0.8% conservation, 4.1% rural, and 5% urban.
